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This is with reference to the recent fire accident at the Carlton Towers building in
Bangalore on 23 February, 2010.

1.  Safety Audit of Buildings

| am glad that the Government has initiated a safety audit of all multi-storey buildings in
Bangalore in a comprehensive manner. | recommend that the report of this audit be
made available to the public, so that citizens are aware of unsafe buildings efc.

2. Review of Emergency Services Infrastructure and Preparedness

| further recommend an urgent review of civil defence preparedness and equipment for
the Fire and Emergency services. This will address some of the concerns that our
Emergency forces are not adequately equipped.

3. Guidelines and Standard Operating Procedure for Crowds by
Police

In addition, one of the observations from the incident was that that hundreds of people
were gathered around the building hindering the free movement of fire brigade vehicles
and fire personnel. Clearly, there was a breakdown of crowd management during this
incident, which caused delays in the fire and ambulance services reaching etc. This kind
of crowd gathering also poses a danger in the event of other emergencies like terror
attacks. It presents additional opportunities for chaos for terrorists to create collateral
damage and use the crowds and confusion to slip away, thereby representing further
challenges and threats to the antiterror operations itself for management of crowds.
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
